Guide to ALEX AND MARYANN’s color coded trail system:

Red - USFS official, maintained trails, blazed with blue diamonds, except in the Wilderness. Have been GPS’d

Green - unofficial trails, not blazed, generally easy to follow. Have been GPS’d.

Dark blue - unofficial trails - log railroads or forest roads. Have been GPS’d.

Black - driveable roads.

Purple - obscure, unofficial trails, may be intermittent, should be considered bushwhack routes. Have been GPS’d. These should be attempted only by expert, experienced hikers only after they know the rest of the trail system. There are steep cliffs and extremely dense heath thickets in the area. 

Yellow - miscellaneous trails, or possible trails. Have not been GPS’d.

Grey- bushwhack route, no trail exists, but terrain is navigable, has been GPS’d
